
 
  
 
 
 
 
 

Task Team meeting: De-linking of Mobile Clinics from 
Madadeni Hospital to Dannhauser CHC 
 
The KwaZulu-Natal Department of Health, Amajuba District Office, convened a De-linking of Mobile 
Clinics from Madadeni Hospital to Dannhauser CHC Task Team meeting. Task Team members were 
meeting for the first time to discuss terms of reference and the project plan. The meeting was held on 6 

March 2026 in the Amajuba District Office Boardroom.  
 
Background of Mobile Clinic services 
Newcastle Provincial Hospital provided Mobile Clinic services to greater Dannhauser. After Newcastle 
Provincial Hospital was classified as Women and Children Hospital, Mobile Clinic services were 
transferred to Madadeni Hospital. That happened before Dannhauser Community Health Centre was built 
and commissioned to operate. Dannhauser CHC was built and commissioned to operate, however, 
Mobile Clinics services are still rendered by Madadeni Hospital. This necessitated the need to form a task 
team that will work on the De-Linking of Mobile Clinics from Madadeni Hospital to Dannhauser CHC. 
 
Task Team members agreed on the terms of reference and the project plan. They also agreed to have a 
consultation meeting with employees who might be affected by the De-Linking of Mobile Clinics from 
Madadeni Hospital to Dannhauser CHC. The consultation meeting will be held on 31 March 2026 at 
Madadeni Hospital where employees who might be affected are stationed.
